Jack up the Axle and place on jack stands. If you’re not 
installing new bearings measure pre-load, and note for 
re-assembly.

step 1
Unlock hub, and remove locking hub cap
step 2

Remove snap ring.
step 3

Remove hub body,  and wheel
step 4

With a large flat head screw driver bend back star
washer to unlock nut. 

step 5
Remove spindle nut, and star washer
step 6

Install TG spindle  washer
step 10

Remove thrust washer
step 7

Install new thrust washer
step 8

Install TG spindle nut, using the 54 MM spindle socket. 
If installing new wheel bearings set preload on wheel 
bearings as called out in the factory service manual. If 
re-using existing bearings install to previously
measured load.

step 9

Reassemble the hub in reverse order.  Verify that the spindle
nut locking screws do not interfere with the locking hub.  

Take the vehicle for a short test drive. Make sure the locking
hubs work in both the locked and unlocked positions. If the
locking hubs do not work in both positions, or if there are any
unusual noises, disassemble the hub and repeat Steps 1-12.

Install M3 lock washers, and socket head screws where 
holes in the spindle nut line up with spindle washer. 
They will be 180° apart. If necessary tighten nut slightly 
to improve alignment. DO NOT LOOSEN TO IMPROVE 
ALIGNMENT.
